HASKELL UPWARD BOUND PROGRAM 

HASKELL UPWARD BOUND program pro-
vides assistance to low-income first generation 
college bound high school youth in obtaining the 
academic skills and the motivation necessary to 
attend a post-secondary institution. Program ser-
vices are provided throughout the academic year 
and during a four-week residential program held 
on the Haskell  Indian Nations University campus 
during the summer. 

HASKELL UPWARD BOUND is dedicated to 
preparing American Indian high school students 
for successful entry into and the completion of 
college. 

HASKELL UPWARD BOUND will encourage 
American Indian students by providing counsel-
ing, tutoring and mentoring to help them succeed 
with their education, as well as succeed in life. 

To achieve this goal, HASKELL UPWARD 
BOUND will maintain contact with the student, 
their families and teachers on a regular basis. 
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(Students who are not currently on tribal rolls can 
apply with the appropriate documentation 

HOW TO APPLY 

See the Upward Bound office or your school counselor 
for applications and information.  Complete applications 
require the following documents: 

· Completed  & signed admission forms; 

· High school transcripts; 

· Standardized test scores; 

· Documentation of family income; 

· Copy of social security card; 

· Copy of insurance card; 

· Copy of CDIB (or tribal enrollment papers) 

During the summer, HASKELL UPWARD BOUND 
students will attend the BILLY MILLS SUMMER 
ACADEMY. This four-week summer program will re-
quire students to reside at Haskell Indian Nations Uni-
versity campus during the week, and return home each 
weekend. In addition, students will participate in en-
hancement programs including: cultural, goal-setting, 
recreational, nutrition, health, drug and alcohol preven-
tion and other special events.
